Snow Daze

So ... Snow got you down? Are you driving thru a snow -rimmed canyon to get to your ga-
rage? Do bumper stickers such as "Think Snow" and "Pray for Snow" inspire thoughts of
"going postal'? Below, we offer some ideas on how we might survive the rest of the winter;
and how to be more pro -active in the winters to come.

First, get yourself some "Yak Traks", or an equivalent, that you can put over your shoes or
boots to give you better traction. They may not be cheap, and yes they look a little weird,
but they are worth it in peace of mind and confidence under many snowy conditions. Rock
hard ice can still be dicey but for anything else - they're great.

Get a bag of de -icer and leave it in your garage next to the door. You can use it on the
walk, the steps or in other areas when you feel you need better traction and want to pro-
mote melting. In addition, | have swept up sand from the road and driveway when the snow
melts and keep that in a pail in the garage as well.

Collaborate with your near -by neighbors and invest in a roof -rake. A little late for this
season perhaps. You don't have to clear the entire roof but pulling the snow off a three
foot strip above the gutter can help prevent or reduce ice dams.

Stay ahead of the snow on your deck. Why? When infused with water, the snow is weight
that can break down a deck, and it can melt in a way to produce an ice  -dam that will direct
water up against the door leading onto the deck. If you clear the snow after each storm

you can avoid a build-up.

Can't shovel? There is a reason God invented teenagers. They are usually strong and
healthy, generally willing to help when asked nicely and always delighted to be paid.

In the interest of being proactive, you might make a tour of your unit to determine how
the water will flow when all this stuff melts. For many of us the ground slopes away from
our units. If that is not the case, you might talk with Westford about how to channel wa-
ter away from your unit. Do it now; you are already paying for an outdoor swimming pool.
You don't need another in your basement!

Finally, one has only to drive some of the roads in the area to appreciate the job Outback
has been doing under very difficult circumstances. So ... if you get a chance, thank a
driver for his (or her) efforts. And if, for some reason, you are not satisfied with their
work, do not take it out on the driver.
