Inspection of garages will be inspected to determine the sources of over 
usage of electricity being paid by all in the association fees as soon as the 
weather breaks.  Bulkheads +Decks + Roadways will also be inspected at 
that time. 
 

Town Sinking Fund:  Westford continues to co- operate with Mansfield town 
officials to utilize funds for generator replacement costs (upward of $30,000).  Generator & Sewer 
Improvements are now upon us.  All electrical wiring, and gas lines are set at generator room and have 
been inspected, and approved. Cement slabs have been poured, generator and gas tanks installed, and 
the area enclosed for safety.  Tower Generator has installed the  new muffin monster. 

 
Pool Improvements are completed and additions to our pool furniture collection have been pro-
cured and are delivered to  pool site.  We have added 4 lounges, 6 chairs, 6 side 
tables, and 2 card type tables.  This investment is our second $1000 install-ment in 

the pool furniture up- grade plan that ends in 2012.  Horizon is coming end of April to set up the 
alarm system. The first week in May, Savol will get everything running to get pool ready for end of May.  The 
pool will be open to the community Memorial Day weekend.  Looking forward to a safe season! 
 
2011 Fertilization Program for 2011 will be completed by Grassman. 
 
Roof Replacement:  Independence Dr, 2 garages will have roof work as soon as weather allows. 

 
Maintenance continues to address trip/fall hazards.  
 

Clubhouse kitchen improvements ï work should be completed at the beginning of May.  This should inspire 
rentals and more frequent use by the residents...

Dianaõs PoolðThe Natchaug River is a short, but intense, Class IV drop-pool river in eastern 
Connecticut, easily reached off Interstate 86. Although the tough section is less than a mile 
long, the river is worthy of paddling because of its 120-feet-per-mile gradient, including a num-
ber of waterfall-type drops that challenge the accomplished boater. A nice spot for a picnic 
with plenty of play spots, the Natchaug River has clear, clean water and evergreen-covered 
ledges that keep the senses satisfied. The Natchaug provides drinking water for the Mansfield Reservoir farther 
downstream, and is stocked annually with trout for fishermen. 
 
The normal take-out is at Diana's Pool, a favorite swimming hole and party spot for University of Connecticut students. 
Local folklore includes tales of the fair maiden, Diana, running from the Indians, plunging herself in desperation over the 
short falls to be claimed by the river gods in a rocky pool. You may not find Diana's ghost swimming around at the bottom 
of one of the many holes, but you will see plenty of mermaid-like coeds along the banksé 
 
The putin is one mile north of the takeout off Route 198. Take the next right above Diana's Pool onto England Road, go 
over the bridge and park on the left...the river is narrow, about 25 feet wide...Watch out for strainers along this stretch, as 

spring rains loosen the sandy eastern Connecticut topsoil and trees topple into the river.
